DIVISION BY-LAWS

(As amended May 5, 2004)

I. Name

A. This Division of the Rocky Mountain Region, NMRA (National Model Railroad Association) shall be called the Estes Valley Division.

II. Purpose

A. The purpose of this Division shall be to promote the hobby of model railroading and to bring the functions of the NMRA and the RMR to the individual modeler.

III. Boundaries
A. Purpose

1. The purpose of the boundaries of this Division are set for accounting and voting purposes only.

B. Boundary Limits

1. The boundaries of this Division include and are limited to the following ZIP codes:

IV. Officers and Duties

A. Superintendent

1. There shall be an elected Superintendent of the Division whose term shall be two years.

2. The Superintendent shall be responsible for all Division activities.

3. The Superintendent or his duly appointed representative shall preside at Division activities.

4. The Superintendent or his duly appointed representative shall represent the Division at Regional Board of Director's meetings.

B. Treasurer

1. There shall be an elected Treasurer whose term shall be two years. The Treasurer shall have charge of all the funds of the Division, keeping a correct account thereof. He shall payout any funds only upon written warrant signed by the Superintendent and Secretary.

C. Secretary

1. There shall be an elected Secretary whose term shall be two years. The Secretary shall keep a true record of each meeting, handle correspondence and perform all other acts pertaining to his office. He shall receive all monies due the Division, turning them over to the Treasurer, taking his receipt therefor.

D. Other officers may be elected as required.

E. Election of officers shall take place at the first meeting of every even-numbered year.

F. All elected officers of the Division must be RMR/NMRA members in good standing.

V. Membership and Voting Rights

A. Membership

1. Any member in good standing in the NMRA who resides within the Division boundaries and who shows an interest in, and participates in Division activities, may become a member of the Division upon payment of the current dues.

2. Dues for the Division shall be those decided upon from time to time by majority vote of the membership at a regularly-scheduled meeting.

3. Individuals from outside the boundaries of the Division are welcomed and invited to participate in activities upon payment of dues.

4. There shall be no categories of membership within the Division.

B. Voting Rights

1. Only members in good standing in the Rocky Mountain Region of the NMRA shall be eligible to vote on matters affecting or pertaining to the RMR, NMRA.

VI. Meetings and Activities

A. Meetings will be scheduled at least five times each year; September, November, January, March and May and/or other times as determined by a majority vote of the membership.  Meetings will normally be held on the first Wednesday of the month at the Estes Park Public Library, or other suitable place.

B. Activities will be kept informal and designed to encourage the model and/or prototype railroading interests of its members.

VII. Amendments

C. These By-laws can only be amended by a two-thirds majority vote of the Estes Valley Division members present and voting, having had thirty days notice thereof.
