Bob Trump called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM.

Rex Beistle moved approval of the minutes of the April 7, 2010 meeting and Rich Bray seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
Mary Oldberg moved to receive the Treasure’s Report with Jack Heier seconding.  The motion carried.
Jack Heier was presented with a trophy honoring him as our 2009 Modeler of the Year.  The trophy was a pewter statue of a mountain goat ramming into a golf ball.  Club members felt it was a fitting trophy for an avid golfer like Jack.
Show and Tell:  Rex Beistle gave an excellent demonstration of Light Emitting Diodes.  LED’s have come a long way.  He showed us an HO scale conductor with a red LED lantern.  He also fitted a very small LED into an HO Scale narrow gauge locomotive’s lantern.  It was clearly visible when powered with minimum current.  Rex will try to write up some specifics for our website.
Dick Putney showed a Red Ball HO scale milk refrigerator car.  He has had the kit for 50 years and decided to build it this year.  It is a very good looking model.  He pointed out that the car’s body was a single milled very dense wood block.  The model’s side was lower than most reefers.  It turns out that some milk refers were built from gondolas, hence the lower sides.
The Water Feature Contest.  Rex Beistle built a model of a nineteenth century wood drainage pipe for his contest entry.  It was an excellent example of creativity and workmanship.  Bob Trump built the “Where’s the Fire” module featuring an On30 “Galloping Goose” type rail truck fitted with a water tank, and fire fighters on an elevated platform.  Bob explained how he modified a Bachmann rail car by adding the water tank and platform.  The DCC powered vehicle travelled around an oval track with the firemen traveling around the layout looking for the fire which they do not see.  It was on the top of the hill they were circumnavigating while carefully looking to the sides of the track.  The popular vote declared the contest a tie so both Rex and Bob received first place awards.
